Nothing on earth can be closer than a small homeland. Each person
has his own homeland, his dear corner in the world. Some have a big city,
others have a small village, but all people like it the same way. Some leave
for other cities, countries, but nothing will replace it.

Edinburgh is the place, where | was born and grew up, where my
grandfather and my father were born. This city is my home, my cradle. Ed-
inburgh is the capital of Scotland and it is located in central eastern Scot-
land, close to the North Sea. Thanks to its spectacular rocks, rustic build-
ings and a huge collection of medieval and classic architecture, including
numerous stone decorations, it is often considered one of the most lively
cities in Europe.

Edinburgh is not only one of the most beautiful cities in Europe, it is
a city with a fantastic position. The view falls on all sides — green hills, the
hint of the blue sea, the silhouettes of the buildings and the red cliffs. It is a
city that calls you to explore it by foot — narrow streets, passageways,
stairs and hidden church yards on every step will pull you away from the
main streets.

The city is one of the most popular tourist destinations in the UK. It
Is the capital of Scotland and home to many tourist attractions. A visit here
will be well worth it, considering the numerous things you can do and see.
Most of the structures in the Old Town have remained in their original
form over the years. Charming medieval relics are plenty in this section of
the city. In contrast, orderly Georgian terraces line the streets of the New
Town. The general urban scenery is a blend of ancient structures and mod-
ern architecture, which gives the city a unique character. In 1995, the Old
Town was listed as a UNESCO Heritage Site. With year round festivals, a
throbbing nightlife and an entertaining arts scene, Edinburgh never falls
short of interesting travel ventures for tourists.

Edinburgh’s population is largely a mixture of middle-class profes-
sionals and nonprofessionals. Both are more prosperous than their ances-
tors, most of whom emigrated from the surrounding countryside and small
towns to provide the 19th-century city with unskilled and semiskilled la-
bour. The workforce has changed considerably since then, and now white-
collar workers outnumber blue-collar workers. Most of the population is
native to Scotland; about one in seven residents were born in England, by
far the city’s largest immigrant group. But the most striking element in the
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city’s demographic composition is its student population. Edinburgh’s
universities enroll tens of thousands of students, many of whom come
from overseas and contribute to the cosmopolitan character of the city.

The University of Edinburgh, founded in 1583, is the city’s largest
university. A world-renowned intellectual centre for much of its history, it
offers a range of undergraduate, postgraduate, and professional pro-
grams. The city is also home to one of the branches of Scotland’s Rural
College, which was formed in 2012 from the merger of the Scottish Agri-
cultural College with Barony, EImwood, and Oatridge colleges.

Edinburgh is today, as it was in the 18th century, predominantly a
provider of services. Less than one-tenth of its labour force now works in
the manufacturing sector, while service-related industries employ nearly
seven-eighths. The city is the United Kingdom’s second largest financial
services centre (after London) and an important banking and insurance
hub. Edinburgh is also second only to London as a British tourist destina-
tion. Moreover, Edinburgh is a prominent centre for medical and animal
science research (the Roslin Institute, near Edinburgh, was the site of the
birth of Dolly the sheep, the first clone of an adult mammal).

Edinburgh has long been an important centre for financial and legal
services. The city’s institutions financed much of the development of the
western United States, including ranching, railroads, timber, and mining,
and thereby laid the basis for its fortune. As the centre of Scotland’s legal
system, Edinburgh has a flourishing legal profession, which ranks second
only to banking as the highest-paid profession in the city.

Edinburgh is a city of literature — it was the first city to be called the
UNESCO city of Literature. Visit the National Library of Scotland, the
Museum of Writers, the Scottish Center of Story Telling, the Library of
Poetry and many other libraries. The list of famous Scottish authors is very
long, just choose your favourite one: Arthur Conan Doyle, J.K. Rowling,
Robert Burns, Walter Scott, Robert Louis Stevenson.

My University

Nowadays there are different kinds of education, but the most wide-
spread is still the traditional one that includes the set of establishments
providing education. For the vast majority of people, the first step is a pri-
mary school where students get the basic skills of reading, writing and
counting. The next stage is secondary school, which gives broad
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knowledge about various subjects and prepares students for future profes-
sional education. At the end of the last form school children take exams
and after finishing school they have several options: to stop studying and
get a job or get professional education in college or university.

This year | left secondary school. My favorite subjects were mathemat-
ics and biology. But first of all 1 was interested in animals and their life. In
summer | passed my entrance examinations to the Saint-Petersburg State
Academy of Veterinary Medicine. The Academy is a higher medical
school, which trains specialists for different branches of veterinary medi-
cine. To enter the Academy | passed entrance examinations in biology,
chemistry and the Russian language. As | passed them successfully | was
admitted to the Academy and now | am a first-year student. | study at the
day department of the Academy. Besides, there is a correspondence de-
partment and an evening department in the Academy too. | entered the
State Academy of Veterinary Medicine because my dream was to become
a veterinary surgeon and help animals suffering from different diseases. As
my mother is a veterinarian and | like this profession and want to follow in
her footsteps.

The city of St. Petersburg is a home of veterinary education in Russia
and our Academy is one of the oldest higher veterinary schools in this coun-
try. The history of the Academy dates back to the veterinary department that
was founded as a faculty of the Military Academy of Medical Surgery in
1808. The first veterinary surgeons got their certificates in 1813.

Near the Moscow Triumphal Arch, the former border of St. Peters-
burg, so called "The Post of Veterinary Guard" was located. The old build-
ing on the corner of Moskovsky avenue belongs to our Academy until now.
The purpose of the Post was to control all the food products and animals
that were brought to the city. Therefore, later, when in 1919 the first Veteri-
nary Institute was established, it was located on this very place. The Insti-
tute trained highly qualified specialists in the field of veterinary for the
whole Russia and other countries. In 1995 the Institute was renamed the
Saint-Petersburg State Academy of Veterinary Medicine. At present, the
Academy is one of the most important educational, scientific and curative
centers in our country.

To enter theVeterinary Academy applicants take their entrance exams
in July before the new academic year begins. Those of them who pass their
entrance exams successfully are admitted to the Academy. There are six
faculties in the Academy: the faculty of veterinary medicine with full-time
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and correspondence course of education, veterinary-sanitary expertize, bio-
ecology, water bioresources and aquaculture, improvement of professional
skills of top executives and experts. Since 2010 the Academy has had an
evening department. The course of training at the Academy lasts for 5
years. The first- and second- year students study pre-clinical subjects such
as biology, anatomy, mathematics, microbiology, physics, chemistry, Latin
and foreign languages. They also study some social subjects among which
are history, philosophy and economics. Senior students study clinical sub-
jects such as diagnostics and therapy, surgery, pathology, nervous and in-
fectious diseases, hygiene and sanitation, feeding, epizootology, veterinary
pharmacology, toxicology, obstetrics and others. Most of these subjects are
necessary for the future veterinarian-practitioners. That is why it is neces-
sary to attend all the practical classes and lectures. It is interesting to listen
to the lecturers and discuss different medical or social problems. About 38
professors, more than 80 senior lecturers and scientific researchers, whose
names are known not only in our country but also abroad, work at our
Academy. They are busy with the development of new methods of teaching
students and treating sick animals.

There are about 29 departments in the Academy, such as the depart-
ments of Anatomy, Foreign Languages, Physiology, Surgery, Hygiene,
Nutrition and others. Each department has its head who is responsible for
the work of the department. The Head of the Academy is the Rector. He is
responsible for the work of the Academy in general. Two Pro-rectors are
responsible for research and academic work. They help the Rector in his
functioning. The Dean is the head of a faculty. He helps students in their
studies. The departments of the Academy have well equipped modern la-
boratories where students can work after their classes. Many students carry
out their first scientific investigations in such laboratories at different de-
partments. The students have all the opportunities to master their profes-
sion. If some of them are interested in research work, they can join a Stu-
dents’ Scientific Society. The students get their practical knowledge in the
Academy’s clinics, on farms and veterinary establishments. They work
there under guidance of experienced specialists.

The Academy has a big library containing more than 300 thousand
volumes of native and foreign literature. Among them there are such rare
editions as "Equine Diseases" published in 1535, "Equine Anatomy" of
Carlo Ruini (1603), works of Thomas Willis collected in "Animal Anato-
my" (1682) and others. Students can borrow books on veterinary medicine
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and other subjects from the Academy’s library and they can also get pre-
pared for their lectures and seminars in its light reading hall.

After the course of training students get diplomas of veterinary sur-
geons or veterinary inspectors and begin to work on state or collective
farms, at veterinary stations and bacteriological laboratories. They also may
have an own clinic or work at an emergency veterinary service. The Acad-
emy has a postgraduate department in 20 specialities, and if young special-
Ists want to continue their education, they can attend a postgraduate course.

As for my learning process at the Academy, our classes begin at nine
o'clock. Every day we have three or four classes; as a rule there are two
lectures and two practical classes. | attend all the classes, except when |
am ill. All the missed lessons are to be answered with the permission of
the dean. At lectures | listen to a lecturer and take notes. The lectures are
delivered by the professors or senior lecturers. At tutorials | perform ex-
periments, do laboratory works, read and translate texts, discuss different
philosophical works and problems.

My Future Profession

One of the most difficult problems a young person faces is deciding
what to do about a career. Choosing an occupation is a difficult problem,
and the majority of us can't make a decision about an occupation or career
when they leave school. There are a lot of things you have to think about
as you try to decide what you would like to do. You may find that you will
have to take special courses to qualify for a particular kind of work, or
may find out that you will need to get some work experience.

As for me, | have made a decision to connect my future career with
the technology of livestock production and processing. Therefore, it is
necessary to get a Bachelor’s degree in agriculture, master some profes-
sional skills, and get qualifications.

Firstly, let’s determine what livestock production is. Livestock are
domesticated animals raised to produce commodities such as meat, eggs,
milk, fur, leather, and wool. Most of the time the term ‘livestock’ is
used to refer to animals that are bred for consumption. Other times it can
refer to farmed ruminants, such as cattle and goats. Generally speaking,
livestock production is the largest user of agricultural land.

The livestock sector globally is highly dynamic. In developing coun-
tries, it is evolving in response to rapidly increasing demand for livestock
products. In developed countries, demand for livestock products is stagnat-
ing, while many production systems are increasing their efficiency and en-
vironmental sustainability. Historical changes in the demand for livestock
products have been largely driven by human population growth, income
growth, and urbanization and the production response in different livestock
systems has been associated with science and technology as well as in-
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creases in animal numbers. In the future, production will increasingly be
affected by competition for natural resources, particularly land and water,
and competition between food and feed. Meat production is expected to
double by 2020 fueled by population growth. Changes in diet and rising
income levels will also contribute to meat consumption. There will be
pressure on farmers to feed more people with fewer resources.

Developments in breeding, nutrition and animal health will continue
to contribute to increasing potential production and further efficiency and
genetic gains. Livestock production is likely to be increasingly affected by
carbon constraints and environmental and animal welfare legislation.
There is considerable uncertainty as to how these factors will play out in
different regions of the world in the coming decades. That is why precision
agriculture technologies are popular nowadays and have been integrat-
ed into livestock production.

The nutritional needs of farm animals with respect to energy, protein,
minerals, and vitamins have long been known, and these have been refined
In recent decades. Various requirement determination systems exist in dif-
ferent countries for ruminants and non-ruminants, which were originally
designed to assess the nutritional and productive consequences of different
feeds for the animal once intake was known. However, a considerable
body of work exists associated with the dynamics of digestion, and feed
intake and animal performance can now be predicted in many livestock
species with high accuracy.

Demand for livestock products in the future, particularly in devel-
oped countries, could be heavily moderated by socio-economic factors
such as human health concerns and changing socio-cultural values. Thus,
taking into consideration all these factors and current problems in modern
agriculture a specialist in technology and processing of livestock produc-
tion must have a profound knowledge in the following activity areas:

 organization and production technology of animal husbandry prod-
ucts;

« primary processing at farms of different ownership forms;

 organization and holding of exhibitions, auctions of agricultural ani-
mals and poultry;

 organization of the export and import of animal husbandry products.

At the same time the subjects of professional activity of a technolo-
gist are: all species of agricultural animals, poultry, fish and bees, animal
husbandry objects, all type placements, all types of natural and artificial
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feeds, organization of the accounting of resources and animal origin prod-
ucts, scientific laboratory equipment, etc.

A specialist should possess the following skills:

 organization and production technology of animal husbandry prod-
ucts;

« organization and conducting of zootechnical and pedigree accounting
of animals, poultry;

« breeding work by improving breed and productive qualities, genetic
analysis;

 organization and production of forages preparation;

« calculation of feeds requirement;

« carrying out chemical analysis of feed composition and quality;

 development and drafting of selective and breeding plans;

 participation in the development of design and estimate documenta-
tion during the construction of animal husbandry objects;

« organization of quality control;

« marketing and distribution of animal husbandry products;

 conducting of scientific research and developments.

On completion of Bachelor’s training such a specialist can success-
fully work on various objects of animal husbandry farms and of processing
industries of different ownership forms, research laboratories, animal hus-
bandry directed firms, vocational educational institutions and state estab-
lishments of the Ministry of Agriculture.

Text
Feed Classification

Farmers keep livestock for obtaining milk, meat, wool, work etc.
Food is the source for production of all such commodities as well as for
producing offspring. A nutritionally balanced ration is a must for keeping
the animals healthy and strong. Without proper feed farm animals cannot
grow well, cannot keep good health, nor can they produce animal products
and young ones properly. That is why we have to feed animals with nutri-
tionally balanced and adequate quantity of rations. Hence, it is necessary
to feed livestock scientifically according to their body needs.

Various feeds are used by man in feeding livestock. The feedstuffs
used for feeding livestock can be classified into three major classes de-
pending on the contents of fibre, moisture and nutritive value as:

1. succulents;
2. dry roughages;
3. concentrates.

Succulents have a low dry matter content. Succulent feeds are pas-
ture grasses, silage and root crops. Roots contain a large amount of water
and are laxative to stock. They are low in protein, but comparatively high
in carbohydrates. Being fed together with hay and straw, roots provide

good rations for sheep and cattle. Green, growing pastures provide forage
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that has a high water content and only 20 to 30 percent of dry matter.
Green grass should be grazed when it is 4-8 inches high. Young grass is
very rich in protein and animals eat it readily but its low fibre content may
cause scours. The feeding value of grass is the highest in spring and early
summer. With increasing age fodder crops become less nitrogenous, while
the proportion of carbohydrates increases. Silage is made from a variety of
plants. Silages are formed from green forages such as grass, alfalfa, sor-
ghum, and corn preserved in a silo at dry matter contents of 20 to 50 per-
cent. Good silage is the one that is green in colour. Silage should be made
from young leafy grass and clover. Having been prepared in this way, si-
lage is always of high feeding value. Silage is a succulent substitute for
green fodder or roots at a season when they are not available.

Dry roughages are bulky feeds. They are high in fibre content
which is poorly digestible. For this reason they are not suitable for pigs,
but one can give large quantities of roughages to cattle and sheep. Dry
roughages include hay, straw, and artificially dehydrated forages, which
contain about 90 per cent of dry matter. Good hay is the one that contains
plenty of green leaf. The quality of hay varies with the kind of grass and
the stage of growth at which it is cut. Hay made from grass in the early
flowering stage is better than the one made from mature grass. Oat straw is
a valuable feed for providing bulk in the rations of beef animals and low
yielding dairy cows. Barley straw is sometimes fed to beef cattle. It is
more digestible than wheat straw. Wheat straw is high in indigestible fibre.
Most of it is, therefore, used for bedding.

Dehydrated roughages such as alfalfa leaf meal or pellets are made
by processing lush-growing, highly nutritious forage through a heated dry-
er called a dehydrator. These dehydrated meals or pellets are usually rich
in vitamin A value, B vitamins, and high quality proteins. They are used
mostly as vitamin and protein supplements, but their high fiber content
classes them as roughages.

Odour of hay will vary according to species of grasses and legumes
but should always be aromatic and pleasant. Lack of odour indicates over-
maturity, or old hay which probably has lost most of its vitamin A value. A
stale, musty, unpleasant odour indicates that excessive fermentation has
occurred. Dust is objectionable in any feed for livestock. It not only reduc-
es the palatability of the feed, but also can cause heaves and other respira-
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tory trouble. Dustiness can be reduced by sprinkling the hay or other feed
with water or water and molasses just before it is fed.

Concentrates are the energy-rich grains and molasses, the protein-
and energy-rich supplements and by-product feeds, vitamin supplements,
and mineral supplements. Concentrate feed means a mixture of milled
grains, pulses, oil cakes etc. Being high in easily digestible nutrients and
low in moisture and indigestible fibre, concentrates are very valuable in
feeding all classes of animals. They are usually low in moisture and indi-
gestible fibre but because of their high feeding value they are expensive.
Many farmers produce energy-rich concentrates, particularly barley, on
their own farms whereas most protein-rich concentrates, which are more
costly, have to be purchased.

General grains, cakes and bran are illustrations of concentrates.
Corn, oats, barley, and milo (sorghum grain) are the most important ener-
gy-rich grains. They contain about 70 to 80 percent of TDN (total digesti-
ble nutrients) including 7 to 10 percent of digestible protein.

Groundnut cake is an extremely palatable food which can be used
for all classes of stock. Soya bean meal or cake is the residue from soy
beans which have had the oil extracted from them by a chemical solvent. It
Is lower in energy than groundnut cake but it can be used as a source of
protein for all classes of stock as well. Linseed cake is a palatable and
slightly laxative food which is used in rations for calves, cattle and sheep.

Bran is the fibrous outer coat of wheat and is a by-product of flour
milling. Bran mashes are laxative and very suitable for sick animals. It is
usually included in the rations for dairy cows.

Molasses is a concentrated appetizer and dust settler. It is sticky,
sweet, and smells good. It contains 54 percent of TDN, very little minerals,
no fiber, and no digestible protein.

There are some more energy-rich foods. These are wheat, maize,
beans and dried sugar beet pulp. Pea and bean meal is the main source of
home-grown protein, however harvesting problems limit the area grown.

Fish meal produced from white fleshed fish is suitable for feeding to
young pigs and calves. In addition to being an excellent source of animal
protein it contains a good supply of calcium and phosphorus. It can be in-
cluded in cattle rations and may help to improve fertility, but high cost
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limits its use. Meat and bone meal is only slightly inferior to fish meal in
feeding value.

Having supplied the animals with proper kind and amount of feed,
the farmer will obtain good results.

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Text
Feed Composition

Feed, also called animal feed, is food grown or developed for live-
stock and poultry. Modern feeds are produced by carefully selecting and
blending ingredients to provide highly nutritional diets that both maintain
the health of the animals and increase the quality of such end products as
meat, milk, or eggs. Ongoing improvements in animal diets have resulted
from research, experimentation, and chemical analysis by agricultural sci-
entists. Animals in general require the same nutrients as humans.

The animal body is in constant state of breaking down and building
up. The raw materials for the building up of an animal are the foods con-
sumed. Good results in feeding are not determined only by the chemical
composition of the foods. The physical condition and digestibility of the
food, its palatability, its supply of vitamins and the condition of the ani-
mal, are all important factors.

The animal body is built up of four main substances: water, fats,
proteins and ash or minerals. These are the materials to be included in the
animal’s diet.

Water is an essential need for livestock. Water participates chemi-
cally in a number of reaction such as the hydrolysis (addition of water) of
carbohydrates, proteins, and fats. It serves as a medium for movement of
such materials as foods, wastes, hormones. It serves to stabilize and dis-
tribute body heat.

The amount of water varies in different feeds. With succulent for-
age and root crops, there is sometimes more water than the animal needs.
With dry fodder like hay, the deficiency can be compensated by supplying
water to drink. As a rule cattle drink much water. Dairy cows should drink
as much water as possible for the production of milk as milk is 87% water.
And sheep in dry weather may drink up to half a gallon per head a day.

Proteins are complex substances used to build up tissue, promote
growth, maintain and stimulate milk and fat production, develop the un-
born calf and supply the protein in the milk. Under present economic con-
ditions animals are frequently expected to subsist on a diet deficient in pro-
tein. A cow producing 25 pounds of milk daily must receive 2.5 to 3
pounds of protein in its ration. The lack of protein will reduce the amount
of milk produced by a cow. The necessary amount of protein may be pro-
vided by feeding both roughage and concentrated feeds, such as linseed
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meal, cottonseed meal, soybeans, alfalfa and clover hay, green crops and
others.

Fats in the diet are also used as a source of energy. But excessive
fat in the ration is undesirable because it may lead to digestive troubles.
Fats supply more heat and energy than carbohydrates. Fat is present in all
foods, but the quantity varies greatly. The term "fat" is usually applied to
oil. Oil-bearing seeds are the main sources of fat.

Carbohydrates are starches, sugars and fibre. They supply most of
the energy required by the animals in order to do work, to keep themselves
warm and to produce milk. Concentrated feeds such as oats, barley, corn,
wheat, rye are high in carbohydrates. That is why to provide the animals
with concentrates is very important.

Minerals are essential for the growth of the skeleton and all body
processes. About 80 per cent of the mineral matter, chiefly calcium and
phosphorus is found in the skeleton. It is therefore very important to sup-
ply the young animals whose skeleton is growing rapidly with enough
minerals.

Vitamins play an important part in the feeding of all classes of
livestock. They are required in small amounts for the normal growth and
health of the animals. Cows require most of the known vitamins. They are
usually supplied in sufficient amounts when good quality feeds are fed in
winter and when cattle are on pasture during summer. Vitamin A is sup-
plied largely by feeding fresh grass and clover and well-made green col-
oured hays. Vitamin B is largely supplied by the grains and vitamin D
through sunlight. Vitamin D is necessary for the proper assimilation of
minerals.

To be in thrifty condition farm animals are to be provided with all
these substances in proper proportion. The nutritive value of a feed is de-
termined by analysing the quantity of various nutrients present in it, which
will be available to the animal for maintenance, growth and/or production.
This has to be determined with respect to energy, protein, minerals and
vitamins. The simplest and earliest method of determining the nutritive
value of feeds is to estimate the composition of the feed with respect to
various nutrients. It has been found that large amounts of nutrients are lost
through faeces and that the nutritive value of feedstuff is more accurately
judged when the digestible nutrients are taken into account. As a conse-
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quence, the feeding trial and digestibility trial techniques have been devel-
oped. Innumerable digestibility trials are conducted all over the world to
determine the digestible nutrients in various livestock feeds for all differ-
ent species and classes of livestock under different conditions and activi-
ties.

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Text
Management and Feeding of Cattle

Cattle (often called cows) are domesticated ungulates. They occupy a
unique role in human history. They are raised for meat (beef cattle), milk
(dairy cattle), hides and for draft purposes. In some countries, such as In-
dia, they are believed to be sacred animals and are used in religious cere-
monies. Nowadays there are more than a thousand cattle breeds in the
world.

According to the sex and age, animals are classified as a bull calf, a
bull, a steer, an ox, a heifer calf, a heifer, a cow. A newborn calf weighs 25
to 45 kg. Normally, the cow will calve at 12-monthly intervals. Cattle usu-
ally live to about 15 years (occasionally as much as 25 years).

Cattle are kept for two main purposes: beef production, and milk
production. The management of a dairy herd differs markedly from that of
beef producing animals, for milk production is a daily process.

The life of a dairy cow may be divided into three periods. The first
period is the one which lasts from the birth of a dairy calf up to about the
age of 6 months. The second period lasts from 6 months until the heifer
calves for the first time, usually at about 2.5 years of age. The last period is
the period of the maturity of a dairy cow.

The gestation period in cows is known to last about nine months. The
cow in calf should be dried off at least six weeks before calving. Dry peri-
od may vary in different cows. During this period the cow should be given
plenty of roughages and some grain unless it is in good flesh or on good
pasture. The more milk is drawn off from the cow’s udder, the more will
be secreted. That is why to dry off a cow the number of milkings should be
reduced to one daily at first and then it should be milked every other day.

About a week before the calving date wheat bran should be given to
the pregnant cow. Bran is known to be a cooling and laxative feed. It is
very desirable for the cow before calving. A warm, dry well-bedded stall
should be provided for the cow at the time of calving. Calving being nor-
mal, no assistance is required. To know when each cow is to calve one
must keep a breeding record, showing when cows were bred. Accurate
dates of calving may be obtained only when hand mating is practiced.

The duration of lactation has been found to vary with the age of the
cow, the breed, and feeding. Also the lactation depends on the month of
calving. For example, autumn calving cows reduce their yield throughout
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the winter, but increase it in spring. In the case of a first calve it usually
lasts about 8 to 10 months. Some high-yielding cows may produce milk
for a year. The better the cow is fed and cared for, the longer is the period
of lactation.

In preparing rations for milking cows many factors should be consid-
ered. Rations are to provide carbohydrates in a readily available form,
have the proper amount of good quality protein, provide sufficient fat and
mineral matter and contain the necessary vitamins. To obtain high milk
yields is the aim of every cattleman.

A dairy cow should be supplied with nutritious feeds. The more nu-
tritious is the ration the more milk the dairy cow will produce. Unless
dairy cows are fed the proper amount and kinds of feeds, they will not be
provided with sufficient nutrients to produce high milk yields.

A cow producing a large amount of milk needs more food than a
low-milking cow. One should feed a heavy-yielding cow properly or it
may lower its weight and will produce less milk. The rations for a dairy
cow depend on the amount of milk produced by the cow and its live
weight. Milk cow rations should be properly balanced. They should in-
clude sufficient quantities of carbohydrates, protein, minerals and vita-
mins. Cows receiving improperly balanced rations, the milk yields will be
decreased.

A dairy cow is known to require a very liberal supply of water, 3 to
4 gallons of water being needed for each gallon of milk produced by the
Cow.

In spring and early summer when there is plenty of green grass, no
supplementary feed is necessary even for high-yielding cows. Later in
summer when grass becomes scarce and indigestible, some supplementary
feed is required.

Pasture should be a part of the dairy cow’s feeding programme.
Good pasture is likely to provide an abundance of carotene and other die-
tary essentials. Pasture supplies many of the essentials lacking in barn
feeding and therefore prevents diseases. When cattle graze on pasture,
farmers build up reserves which are carried over into the winter feeding
period.

In winter high quality hay, silage and root crops are the main feeds
for dairy cows. Concentrates are supplied, depending on the quantity of
milk produced by the cow.

There are different systems of the management of a herd bull.
Sometimes bulls are allowed to run with the cows during the breeding sea-
son (free-stall housing), the number of bulls depending on the number of
the cows in the herd.

Some farmers keep their herd bulls in a small barn, turning them out
to the paddock adjoining the barn to take exercise. If bulls take enough ex-
ercise, they are usually in vigorous condition. During the breeding season
the cows that are to be mated are brought to the bull. This system of breed-
ing is found to be a better one because it allows to have accurate dates of
calving. In this case, the breeders know when each cow is to calve.

Under both systems of management the bull ought to be fed and
cared for properly. If the bull is fed enough but not too liberally, it will al-
ways be in vigorous condition but not fat. It should be provided with high
quality roughages such as legume or mixed hay and small amounts of si-
lage. From five to ten pounds of grain mixture may be needed to keep the
bull in thrifty condition. Salt and clean, fresh water should be available at
all times.

Text
Management and Feeding of Pigs

Next to cattle, which produce both milk and meat, the hog is the most
important food producing animal. Nowadays hog breeding is known to be
a very developed branch of animal husbandry. Hogs (swine or pigs) are
bred for the production of bacon and pork. There are two types of swine —
the lard and the bacon types. Pure lard breeds are the Poland, China, the
Berkshire hog, the Hampshire, the Mirgorodskaya breed and others. The
bacon type are the Large Yorkshire, the Large White breed, the Ur-
zumskaya breed and others. Best pork breeds of pigs produce pork at 4 to
5 months and bacon breeds at 6 to 7.5 months. Unlike the other farm ani-
mals hogs are rapidly-growing ones.

Hogs may be kept under the outdoor system (on pasture), under the
indoor system (in pigsties) or a combination of both. The hog breeders
consider the last system to be the most effective one.

Boars are usually run outside with in-pig sows or kept confined in a
boar pen. The outside paddock sometimes has a field shelter, must have
water supply and should be strongly fenced. The boar pen may be either a
walled enclosure within a sow-house or a separate sty and run placed next
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to a sow-yard. When kept indoors, boars should be exercised several times
weekly.

The best place for keeping the pregnant sow or a gilt is a pasture lot
provided with a shelter to protect it from unfavourable weather. Every hog
man knows exercise to be very important for sows. Locating the feed and
water supply some distance from the shelter will make the animal take
more exercise. Pregnant sows should be kept in good condition but not fat.
Pasture grass that is rich in protein and essential minerals is ideal for preg-
nant sows. If good pasture is not available, grain or other protein concen-
trated feed may be used to provide a balanced ration. Pregnant sows must
be fed properly, for sows in thin condition will produce weak litters.

Several days before farrowing the pregnant sow should be put in a
farrowing pen. The farrowing quarters should be clean, dry and well venti-
lated. If farrowing takes place in very cold weather, the sows and pigs
need much more care and protection. At farrowing time the sow should be
fed only water or thin slop for the first 24 hours. After the pigs are a day
old, the sow needs a small amount of feed and plenty of water. The feeding
should be increased gradually and by the end of the week its ration should
include feeds stimulating milk secretion: bran, peas, milk, etc.

The gestation period in sows lasting about 16 weeks, the sow may
farrow twice a year. Weaning usually takes place 7 or 8 weeks after far-
rowing. If a sow is prolific and a good mother, it may be kept for breeding
up to 5 years or longer. In selecting sows and boars for the breeding herd it
IS best to take individuals from large litters. Having selected sows and
boars from stock that is known to be prolific, the farmer can maintain a
productive breeding herd.

The first week of a pig’s life is known to be especially critical. Dur-
ing this period appropriate temperature, ventilation, and sanitation in the
pen are most important. Sometimes it is advisable to put newborn pigs in a
warm place and bring them to their mother every two hours. In four or six
hours they may be left with their mother. Young pigs begin eating solid
food at the age of 3 to 4 weeks. At this age they are fed a thin slop of milk,
wheat middlings and oatmeal. As they get older, they may be fed soaked
shelled corn. The feed is usually given to them in a separate enclosure
known as a creep. Due to the creep feeding little pigs may be fed the best
feed.
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Weaning pigs is usually done at 6 or 8 weeks of age. The best prac-
tice is to remove the sow from the pen, leaving the piglets in familiar sur-
roundings. During the period of weaning the ration should be palatable and
nutritious.

Careful attention during breeding, farrowing, and rearing the pigs to
weaning helps raise a productive heard. The mortality of the young is
much higher with swine than with other kinds of livestock. Since hogs live
close to the ground they are subject to many parasites. The main task of
the hog breeder is to prevent diseases and parasites. Sanitation is therefore
an important problem in hog raising. The rotational grazing is known to be
the best way to prevent diseases and control parasites.

Text
Management and Feeding of Sheep

Sheep raising is one of the most important branches of animal hus-
bandry. Sheep are reared for two purposes: wool and meat (mutton). With
some breeds as Merino wool is the principal product, while other breeds
are largely kept for mutton.

The necessary qualities common to all breeds of sheep are hardiness,
prolificacy, milking capacity of ewes, activity and good wool characters.

There are two main divisions of sheep in Great Britain: mountain
flocks and low-ground flocks. The former are kept for breeding purposes
only, the latter are kept for fattening as well as breeding.

The key attributes of the mountain sheep breed are:

prolificacy;

excellent maternal characteristics;

fast growth;

easy keeping nature;

quality meat;

resistance to fly attack;

resistance to foot infections.

Taken together, these advantages make the breed ideal for the com-

mercial production.

The ewes lamb confidently in the open and mortality rates are usual-
ly very low under normal management. Lambing usually takes place from
February to March. The ewes have natural maternal qualities and are dedi-
cated mothers. The newborn lambs are spunky, fast to their feet, quick to
suckle and grow rapidly. This breed is trouble-free at lambing time.

As to the hill sheep feeding, it is considered to be the simplest and
most natural method of sheep rearing. The flock is very hardy and eats all
kinds of mosses and grasses growing on hills and they seem to be suffi-
cient for the sheep. Supplementary feeding is unlikely to take place in or-
dinary years, unless the ground is heavily covered with snow.

To improve the offspring only healthy, vigorous rams are chosen
for breeding purposes. Pastures being good, little grain is fed to the rams.
Concentrates are fed before the breeding time and during it to keep the
rams in breeding condition during the mating season. Rams being in thin
flesh, some linseed meal may be added to the grain part of their rations.

Most low-ground sheep are either kept for providing high-class
breeding animals, chiefly rams, or they are managed so as to produce as
many fat lambs as possible. Being fed good roughage during the early part
of the pregnancy period, the pregnant ewes are supplied with the necessary
nutrients to be in good condition. Placing the feed some distance from the
pen the sheep men make the ewes take exercise. For a period of 4 to 6
weeks before lambing grain is to be added to the ewe’s ration.

On the fat lamb producing farms a creep feeding is commonly prac-
ticed. Having been arranged on pasture, the creep allows the lambs to eat
the best fresh grass while the ewes following them eat everything left by
the lambs. Pastures are divided into several small paddocks by temporary
fencing. Then the sheep are moved to the next one. In this way the sheep
always eat fresh and clean grass.

In addition to feeding on pasture low-ground flocks are provided
with concentrated rations in troughs. Sheep grow better, when fed a con-
centrated ration twice daily. Young lambs should be fed 3 times a day.
