Text. My Hometown

The place where someone was born is called his native place. Some
people live in villages and some people live in towns. My hometown is
called Krasnoyarsk. | was born and brought up there and | can say it is my
favourite place.

The city of Krasnoyarsk is located in a picturesque place surrounded
by mountains. It lies along the Yenisey river — one of the most beautiful
and powerful rivers of Siberia. Krasnoyarsk is the centre of the vast Kras-
noyarsk region; it is the second biggest city in Siberia after Novosibirsk.
The population is approximately one million inhabitants.

The history of Krasnoyarsk dates back to the year 1628 when it was
founded by the Cossacks headed by Andrey Dubensky. They arrived at the
confluence of the Kacha and Yenisey rivers and began to build a fortress
for defense against local tribes who lived along the Yenisey and its tributa-
ries at the site of the current city. The fortress got its present-day name
“Krasnoyarsk™ at the end of the 17" century. The status of the city was got
by Krasnoyarsk in 1690. And now it is a major industrial, cultural, eco-
nomic, and educational centre.

Krasnoyarsk is a cultural heart of Siberia. In its history there are
many outstanding names among which you can find a painter Vasily Suri-
kov, a writer Victor Astafyev, opera singers Pyotr Slovtsov and Dmitry
Khvorostovsky, a choreographer Michail Godenko, a two-time Olympic
champion in wrestling lIvan Yarigin, a two-time Olympic champion in bi-
athlon Evgeny Ustyugov.
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Five professional theatres function in the city: the State Opera and
Ballet Theatre, the Pushkin Drama Theatre, the Musical Theatre, the Pup-
pet Theatre and the Young Spectators’ Theatre. Besides, there are two
concert halls, the Organ Hall, the State Circus, the Museum of Local Lore
stylized as an ancient Egyptian temple, the Surikov house-museum, a pic-
ture gallery and a large exhibition complex.

The city is highly industrially developed. There are a lot of plants
and factories. The leading branch of industry in Krasnoyarsk is non-
ferrous metallurgy. More than 30 heavy, light, alloyed, rare-earth metals
and elements are produced in the city, and the most important are alumi-
num, platinum and gold. The largest industrial enterprises are the Kras-
noyarsk Aluminum Plant, the Krasnoyarsk Plant of Non-ferrous Metals
and Gold, the Metallurgical Plant, the Dock Yard, the Synthetic Rubber
Plant and many others.

At the same time it is a bustling student city due to many educational
establishments and schools. The city is a major scientific research centre of
the country, with over 150,000 students in 30 universities, institutes and
colleges. The most notable higher education institutes are Siberian Federal,
State Pedagogical, State Agrarian, State Medical Universities, Reshetnev
Siberian State University of Science and Technology and the State Insti-
tute of Art. Intellectual potential is consolidated under Krasnoyarsk Scien-
tific Centre, Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences.

The most popular place of attraction for residents and tourists visit-
ing Krasnoyarsk is the huge national nature reserve Stolby ("Pillars"),
which covers an area of 470 square kilometers with numerous giant rocks
up to 100 meters high of an unusual shape like a pillar in the thick taiga
forest. The pillar rocks are believed to have been formed by volcanic lava
around 370 million years ago. Many pillars have their own names, such as
Feathers, Granddad, Grandma, Monk, Elephant and so on. In the outskirts
of the city there is also the local Royev Ruchey Zoo and the Bobrovy Log
Funpark with excellent ski slopes, different attractions and a ropeway
opened all year round. Other popular landmarks include the Krasnoyarsk
Hydroelectric Power Station dam, the Karaulnaya Hill with the Paraskeva
Pyatnitsa Chapel. All of them are depicted on a 10-ruble banknote.

Siberia is a snowy area, and naturally, winter sports are popular
there. Krasnoyarsk has the Biathlon Academy Sports Center, at which
skiers, bobsledders, speed-skaters, and snowboarders are trained. Of
course, Krasnoyarsk has mountain ski resorts, with Bobrovy Log the most
popular, with 14 trails of various difficulty. The city is viewed as the capi-
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tal of Russian rugby and every year it also hosts international competitions
in freestyle wrestling and ballroom dancing. In 2019, the city anticipates a
major sporting event. The Winter Universiade, sports competitions for
university students, will be held here.

Today Krasnoyarsk is a modern industrial city with unique architec-
ture; it is the capital of skilled, talented people of Siberia, one of the most
beautiful cities of the country. Among all the places | have been to, | think
Krasnoyarsk is one of the best. Although the city is crowded and we get
stuck in traffic jams in the rush hour, and the air pollution has become an
Issue, it still has beautiful places to visit, very peaceful and relaxing to stay
in.

It is not by chance that | entered the Agrarian University. My
parents have a small garden and we work there from spring till autumn,
We grow different kinds of fruit and vegetables there. My grandparents
have a lot of farm animals. | like to feed pigs, milk cows and take care of
small piglets and calves. And after leaving school I didn’t hesitate about
the
choice of my future profession. Now | am a first-year student of Kras-
noyarsk State Agrarian University. It is rather old and has already got its
own history, customs and traditions.

Krasnoyarsk Agricultural Institute was established in 1952, and
enrolled its first 225 students in September, 1953. There were three de-
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partments: Mechanization, Animal Husbandry and Agronomy ones. The
first rector was Candidate of Agricultural Sciences, Associate Professor
Georgiy Cheremisinov. In 1991 the Agricultural Institute was reorganized
into Krasnoyarsk State Agrarian University.

At present there are 7 institutes in our University: Agroecological
Technologies, Applied Biotechnology and Veterinary Medicine, Econom-
ics and Management of Agroindustrial Complex, Engineering Systems and
Energy, Food Production, Law, Land Management, Cadaster and Envi-
ronmental Engineering. The current rector is Doctor of Economics, Profes-
sor Nataliya Pizhikova.

About 13,000 young people get their education here. The total
enrollment includes the students of the day department and correspon-
dence department (along with Masters and postgraduates). The teaching
staff includes Doctors and Candidates of Sciences. It is also worth men-
tioning that KSAU got the 8" place among top agrarian educational estab-
lishments of Russia in 2017. The department branches function on the ba-
sis of the gymnasium, vocational schools, colleges, and the preparatory
department.

The research basis of the University is modern incorporating the
computer centre, various research laboratories, the training farm, the scien-
tific library, and the publishing house. The students are trained according
to the basic scientific schools. As you know, the system of Higher Educa-
tion 1s being reformed now, as far as it is divided into Bachelor’s and Mas-
ter’s Degree. Therefore, our University trains specialists, as well as bache-
lors and masters. The graduates can take the postgraduates’ courses. The
University has established the international scientific cooperation with re-
search and educational Institutions in the USA, Great Britain, Germany,
Austria, Holland, and Australia.

The academic year begins on the 1% of September and ends in June.
The academic year has two terms (semesters): the autumnand spring terms
after finishing which all the students take exams. The university teaching
combines lectures, tutorials and seminars. At the tutorials and seminars we
learn how to use the acquired knowledge in our future practical work.
Every year we write our course papers on different problems in the agri-
cultural process.Highly-qualified tutors and professors work at the Univer-
sity. Most members of the teaching staffs devote their time to research.
Great attention is also given to the independent education and research
work of the students. Post-graduate students are engaged in research too.
Many full-time students become members of the Students’ Scientific So-
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ciety where they work on interesting theoretical and practical problems. In
order to combine correctly theoretical and practical education of the future
specialists, about one-third of the training period is devoted to educational
and training practice on the experimental farms of the University. The stu-
dents placed into an atmosphere of agricultural reality master their practi-
cal skills. The students have rather favourable conditions for studies here:
lecture-halls, some computer rooms, gyms, a stadium, canteens, reading
halls are at their disposal. The students of our university may live in the
halls of residence with all the necessary facilities. Those who are excellent
at studies get a scholarship.

The Academic Calendar is issued once each year. It contains sche-
dules (timetables) and syllabuses. The syllabus is a part of the curriculum
that will be examined. There are also electives, in other words, the subjects
or courses which are optional, but not compulsory, dependent on choice.
Our University Curriculum comprises a lot of subjects. We study maths,
history, foreign languages, chemistry, physics, biology, PE, computer
science being first-year students. Later we do many special subjects: mor-
phology, cattle breeding, economics, plant growing, dairying and many
more. Their choice depends on the department and our future specialty.
After graduating from the University young people go to work to different
parts of the country as agronomists, livestock experts, economists, veteri-
nary surgeons and food technologists.

Text. My Future Profession. Animal Husbandry

Agriculture provides people with food, feed and other useful prod-
ucts. All over the world farmers cultivate valuable plants and raise produc-
tive domesticated animals. There are two main branches in modern agri-
culture: crop production (or crop farming) and animal husbandry (or ani-
mal farming).

Animal husbandry, also called animal science, or stock breeding, is
the science of raising, breeding and looking after animals — specifically
those that are used in agriculture, to provide products, for research purpos-
es or as domestic pets. Agriculture has been practised for thousands of
years, and involved, at an early stage, the keeping of animals for meat,
milk and clothing. Humans learned which animal species could be domes-
ticated for maximum productivity. They studied their habits, protected
them from predators, assisted with births, and learned how to treat or pre-
vent many ailments.

Nowadays, in many countries people are still relying on meat, milk
and eggs as main sources of food. Both breeders and farmers have already
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bred and are still breeding highly productive agricultural animals. They
care for livestock either for commerce or private use.

The word “livestock™ refers to domesticated animals such as beef
and dairy cattle, sheep, goats, swine (hogs), horses, donkeys and mules,
buffaloes, oxen, rabbits or “exotic” animals, for example, camels, emus,
ostriches, or any animal which a farmer keeps and uses either for food or
pleasure. Sometimes animal scientists include in this term also poultry,
such as chickens, ducks, geese and turkeys, but they include neither honey
bees nor fish within the term “livestock”. However, poultry farming and
beekeeping are important branches of agriculture as well as aquaculture.

There are over a hundred large land mammals in the world but man
has domesticated only few types into livestock. There are two main re-
quirements for domestication of mammals: 1) the availability of feed
which a farmer can easily control and provide; 2) a rapid rate of reproduc-
tion. As cattle, sheep and horses are herbivorous mammals, farmers try to
keep these domestic animals on pastures. However, farmers often grow ei-
ther cereals or other agricultural crops as additional feed for their animals.
Such ruminant animals as cattle, sheep and goats are important for people
because they convert large quantities of grasses or other types of feeds, as
well as non-protein nitrogen into meat, milk and wool. Poultry also con-
vert feed efficiently into protein.

Historically, livestock and poultry have provided the following bene-
fits to humanity: dairy products, meat, eggs, fertilizer, raw materials, weed
control, draft cattle.

1. Dairy products. People process milk of cows, sheep, goats into a
variety of valuable dairy products such as cheese, butter, ice cream, yog-
hurt, sour cream. Animal food products supply protein, minerals and vita-
mins that people need for good health.

2. Meat and eggs. In many countries livestock replaced wild game
as the main source of animal protein because only livestock convert vari-
ous food sources into human food. Poultry provide people with white meat
as well as with eggs.

3. Fertilizer. Every year livestock produce tons of wastes that are
used to fertilize the soil. Farmers spread manure on fields and this increas-
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es yields of crops many times. Historically, plant and animal farming have
been closely linked.

4. Raw materials. The skins of some livestock provide such valua-
ble by-products as fur, hair, leather, and wool. These materials are used to
produce blankets, brushes, clothing, shoes, and other goods. Manufacturers
use the hoofs and hornsof livestock to make such articles as buttons,
combs, glue, and knives. Animal fat can be processed and made into lives-
tock feed and soap. Manufacturers use the feathers and down of ducks and
geese in making bedding.

5. Weed control. Sometimes farmers use the grazing of livestock as
a way to control weeds. Conservation grazing also maintains and increases
the biodiversity of natural pastures.

6. Draft cattle. Horses were once widely used as work animals on
farms. But automated farm equipment has replaced horses for farm work
in most parts ofthe world. Today people use horses primarily for recrea-
tional riding andfor racing. In modern agriculture neither cattle nor horses
are the main source of mechanical energy. However, in some poor coun-
tries people are still using livestock as draft cattle.

For centuries farmers have improved their livestock through various
breeding methods. Special techniques used by livestock experts improve
the ability of the animals to convert feed to meat, milk, or fiber more effi-
ciently and improve the quality of the final product.

On the other hand, there are contrasting views on the ethical aspects
of breeding animals in captivity. Animal welfare groups debate about al-
lowing animals to live in natural conditions, which are reasonably close to
those of their wild ancestors. They consider natural pressures and stresses
upon wild animals from disease and predation as vindication for captive
breeding.

Animal husbandry covers a wide range of activities, including care
and grooming, livestock farming, accommodation and hygiene. The field
also overlaps with many other disciplines, such as agriculture, veterinary
science and genetics. Not all people involved in husbandry will necessarily
take part in all these activities or require knowledge of other disciplines. In
many parts of the world, people are essentially practising animal husban-
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dry through being farmers, ranchers, shepherds, or simply through taking
care of large groups of livestock.

Text. Cattle Breeding
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Cattle (often called cows) are domesticated ungulates. They occupy a
unique role in human history. Modern cattle are divided into two species:
Bos taurus and Bos indicus. The former originated in Europe and most
modern breeds of dairy and beef cattle belong to this species including
Shorthorn and Jersey. Bos indicus species characterised by a hump origi-
nated in India, though now such zebu breeds are widely spread in Africa
and Asia, for example Brahman. They are raised for meat (beef cattle),
milk (dairy cattle), hides and for draft purposes. In some countries, such as
India, they are subject to religious ceremonies and respect. Nowadays
there are more than a thousand cattle breeds in the world.

Cattle today are the basis of a multibillion dollar industry worldwide.
The production of milk, which is also made into cheese, butter, yogurt, and
other dairy products, is comparable in size to beef production. It supplies
many people in the world with food. Cattle hides, used for leather to make
shoes and clothing, are another important product.

According to the sex and age, animals are classified as a bull calf, a
bull, a steer, an ox, a heifer calf, a heifer, and a cow. The gestation period
for a cow is nine months. A newborn calf weighs 25 to 45 kg. Normally,
the cow will calve at 12-monthly intervals. Cattle usually live to about 15
years (occasionally as much as 25 years).

Feeding. Cows are herbivorous which means they do not eat meat,
only plants, grass and cereal. Cattle are often raised by allowing herds to
graze on the grasses. In this manner raising cattle allows the use of land
that may be unsuitable for growing crops. Cattle are often used in the
wildest places for grazing livestock. Depending on the breed, cattle can
survive on hill grazing, heaths, marshes, moors and semi desert.

A breed may be defined as a group of animals developed for special
function. Thus, dairy cattle breeds are breeds developed primarily for milk
production. In the United States, cattle kept primarily for milk production
belong to the Ayrshire, Guernsey, Holstein and Jersey breeds. Red Steppe
breed originated in the Ukraine through the mixture of German Angler
with the indigenous Grey Steppe cattle. The Red Steppe is a large animal,
rather dark red in colour.

Housing. Housing requirements for beef cattle largely depends on
season and age. During the summer, beef cattle are able to graze on pas-
ture due to the comfortable temperatures. In the winter, as the temperatures
begin to drop and the wind starts to increase, beef cattle have access to the
indoors. It is important to remember that cattle are built for these cold
temperatures due to their thick skin and hide. As cattle mature, they are
moved to what is known as a feedlot. In a feedlot cattle are able to roam in
large fenced-in areas. Feedlots allow free access to food and water.

Cattle who are calving (ready to give birth), weaning (ending the pe-
riod in which they breastfeed the young), or sick cattle should have pri-
marily indoor housing. These barns are built in such a way that the natural
air flow helps increase ventilation. The continual air flow helps to keep the
area comfortable and prevent and control possible disease caused by pa-
thogens.

Unlike most other farm animals in larger production systems, dairy
cows tend to stay in one place for most of their lives. When baby cows
(calves) are born, they are separated from their mothers to prevent the
spreading of diseases from cow to calf. They are fed colostrum from
their mom as quickly as possible. Colostrum is the first milk from the
cow, which has special antibodies to protect the calf from diseases.
Calves are then fed milk replacer for six weeks in order to preserve their
mother’s milk for human consumption.

The female calves (heifers) are placed in individual pens, such as
hutches, or together in groups, where they are fed milk replacer, grain,
water and hay. At about seven weeks, calves are weaned, taken off milk,
they are moved into group housing with other dairy heifers. These hei-
fers then grow and once they have a calf, they begin producing milk and
move into a barn with other cows. It is very common for a heifer to be
bred at the age of about 2 years.

The male calves are either kept to grow into dairy bulls or sold to
other farms to be raised for veal or beef.

Adult dairy cows are usually kept in large, open barns with free
stalls, meaning that they have the freedom to walk around the barn at
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will. These stalls are bedded with straw, sand, wood shavings and other
bedding materials that make it comfortable for the cow to lie down.

On some farms, dairy cows are allowed to graze periodically
throughout the day and are also provided with feed and water when they
return to the barn. At least twice a day, they are taken to the milking par-
lor, where their milk is collected and pumped into a large steel vat and
held there until a milk truck takes it to be processed.

Anatomy. Cattle are known as even-toed hoofed mammals. They are
ruminant animals, which means they have a four-compartment stomach;
each compartment is used for a different process. Cows swallow their food
without chewing it too much at first. Later cows regurgitate a ‘cud’ which
Is then chewed well and swallowed.

Cows have 32 teeth in all and their mouth is adapted for grazing. The
cow tears grass from the field and grinds it between the two mouth parts.

Cow’s ears are very flexible and can turn in any direction. They are
especially used to hear any signs of danger from many directions. Cows
also have long tails which they use to waft insects.

In a female cow, milk is produced in the udders and extracted from
the teats. A cow’s udder has four compartments with one teat hanging
from each. Tiny cells remove water and nutrients from the blood and con-
vert it into milk. The milk forms into droplets. If the cow’s teat is
squeezed, it produces a squirt of milk and is either saved in tanks or feeds
a suckling calf.

Bulls have horns, although some female cows have small horns too.
Bulls’ horns are made out of similar material to our fingernails called ‘ke-
ratin’. Bulls’ horns can be removed without causing the cow any discom-
fort.

Text. Sheep Breeding

Sheep breeding is one of the most important branches of animal hus-
bandry. Sheep is a common name for a collection of quadrupedal, rumi-
nant mammals that may be either wild or domesticated. Sheep are mainly
raised for the purpose of obtaining pelts, wool clothing and carpets. In ad-
dition to providing wool (fleece), sheep produce meat in the form of lamb
(from younger animals) and mutton (from older ones), and milk for drink-
ing and cheese-making. Large flocks are maintained partly for wool and
partly for market lambs.

The most famous sheep breeds were first developed mainly in Eng-
land and Scotland. Sheep breeds are generally divided into four types ac-
cording to the quality of the wool, such as fine wool, half-bred wool,
fleece of medium fineness, and coarse wool. By now more than 800 breeds
of domesticated sheep have been developed.

Young sheep under six months of age are called lambs, adult males
are rams, and adult females are ewes. A chilver is a ewe which hasn’t
lambed yet. The female bears up to three young lambs after a gestation pe-
riod of about 150 days. Some ewes have twins, some triplets, others single
lambs. The necessary qualities common to all breeds of sheep are hardi-
ness, prolificacy, milking capacity of ewes, activity and good wool charac-
ters. The average lifespan of a sheep is 10 to 12 years, though some sheep,
especially in the wild, live as long as 20 years.
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Feeding. The environments the sheep breeds have been adapted to
range from desert to tropical conditions. As a result, they can be raised
both in semiarid regions and in areas that are unsuitable for the crop culti-
vation. In addition, due to their hardiness sheep are able to subsist on
scarce forage and limited water supply.

The ram should be kept in a vigorous condition on relatively good
grazing for about a month before the breeding season and giving a good
progeny. The normal time of mating a flock is August and September.
Lambing will occur in the following January and February.

During the first three months of the gestation period there is no need,

in a normal season, to allow ewes anything but grass. During the last two
months of the pregnancy period management must be of high standard.
Supplementary feeding of the ewes must begin about December. It con-
sists of good-quality hay, roots, and silage. Concentrates are of great im-
portance for the final development of the young lamb and should be intro-
duced to the ewes about 4 weeks before lambing.

It is best to keep a ewe and a lamb for a day or two in a pen until they
have settled and the sheepman is sure the lamb is getting plenty of milk.
Two or three days after lambing the ewe and her lamb are to be moved in-
to a field, which preferably has been rested from sheep for at least 2
months. Lambs are solely dependent upon their mother’s milk for the first
2-3 weeks of their lives. In order to maintain a high milk yield the feeding
given must be sufficient to supply the ewe not only for her own mainten-
ance but also with an adequate amount of nutrients for a good level of milk
production.

Housing. Housing requirements for sheep vary by climate, season
of lambing, and management preferences of the sheepman. The breeding
ewes are mated to rams and produce lambs during the late winter or early
spring so that the lambs will be old enough to move to summer grazing
without difficulty. If lambing occurs during periods of inclement weather,
more elaborate housing is usually required. If lambing occurs on pasture
during periods of mild weather, simple shelters may be all that is needed.
But usually an area is needed to quarantine new animals and keep sick
ones. Separate housing is often needed for rams.

Lambing percentages are usually higher when shed lambing is prac-
ticed. Housed sheep have lower nutritional requirements, whereas sheep
kept outside have fewer respiratory problems. In addition, most operations
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need facilities where they can store feed, bedding, and equipment. Hay
stored in a barn or shed will maintain its quality better than hay that is
stored outside, even if the hay is covered. Barns are often built for the
comfort and convenience of the sheepman. During cold or inclement
weather, it is easier and more enjoyable to care for sheep that are kept in-
doors.

Anatomy. Domestic sheep are relatively small even-toed, hoofed an-
imals which belong to ruminant animals with a four-compartment sto-
mach. They have 32 teeth in all and their mouth is adapted for grazing.
Depending on breed, domestic sheep may have no horns at all or horns in
both sexes or in males only. Sheep typically have a long, rather narrow
muzzle and pointed ears.

Sheep have good hearing, and are sensitive to noise. Sheep have ho-
rizontal slitshaped pupils, possessing excellent peripheral vision; sheep can
see behind themselves without turning their heads. Sheep also have an ex-
cellent sense of smell.

Another trait unique to sheep is their wide variation in colour. Co-
lours of domestic sheep range from pure white to dark chocolate brown
and even spotted or piebald. Selection for easily dyeable white fleeces be-
gan early in sheep domestication, and as white wool is a dominant trait, it
spreads quickly. However, coloured sheep appear in many modern breeds.

Text. Pig Breeding
Pig breeding is an important branch of animal husbandry in many

countries; pig breeders distinguish about 300 breeds. The term “pig” refers
to all domestic swine kept only for meat production, while “swine” is the
collective term for pigs including both the domestic pig and its wild rela-

tives.

For centuries pigs have been used for obtaining edible fat and meat.

Pigs are bred for pork, including bacon and lean meat, and lard. Apart
from that, it is necessary to mention such valuable by-products as leather
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(pigskin) for suitcases, handbags and gloves, bristles for brushes, soap,
glue, and hormones such as insulin that can be extracted from pigs’ glands.
Some breeds of pigs are kept as pets.

Whether the pigs are intended for bacon or pork, the feeding from
weaning until they reach 45-54 kg. in weight is the same. From about 54
kg. live weight, the feeding of pigs will be varied according to the purpose
for which they are intended.

There is a considerable demand for high-quality bacon at present.
Bacon pigs must be lengthy animals without excessive fat of 86-95 kg. live
weight. The production of bacon demands the greatest skill in breeding,
feeding and management.

According to the British classification the young are called piglets,
the young female pigs are known as gilts, the males are boars, the castrated
male pigs are hogs, and the mature female pigs after they have had and
weaned their first litter are sows. Pigs have a short gestation period and
produce large litters each time. The gestation period in sows lasts about 16
weeks and the sow may farrow twice a year. The number of pigs at farrow-
ing time is about seven-ten piglets, each with a birth weight of 1.1 kilo.
The average lifespan of a pig is 10-15 years.

Feeding. Non-ruminant pigs digest their food more like people do. In
contrast to most domestic animals, pigs are omnivorous so they consume
both plants and animals. Pigs scavenge and are known to eat any kind of
food, including dead insects, worms, tree bark, rotten carcasses, garbage,
and even other pigs. In the wild, they are foraging animals, primarily eat-
ing roots, leaves, grasses, fruits and flowers. Occasionally pigs may eat
their own young while in captivity, if they become severely stressed. Corn
Is usually the basic feed for pigs, although wheat, barley, oats, and sorg-
hum are often included in their diet. If soybean meal or other oil meals are
available in abundance and at reasonable price, they can be used for feed-
ing pigs due to high protein content.

For the first 3 weeks of its life the piglet is almost entirely dependent
on its mother’s milk. That’s why she should be well fed at this time. A lac-
tating sow will consume about twice as much food as a pregnant one. The
feed intake is influenced largely by the milk yield and there is evidence of
great variability in milk production between individuals and breeds. Wean-
ing pigs is usually done at 3 or 4 weeks of age. During the period of wean-
ing the ration should be palatable and nutritious.

Special care should be taken to encourage high feed consumption by
sows. Weight losses occur during lactation and may to some extent be un-
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avoidable, and it is more economical to use food directly for milk produc-
tion rather than to form body fat.

Housing. Hog breeders want their sows and boars to be healthy and
vigorous. The living conditions of the pigs must be of high standard to al-
low the best possible conversion of food into live-weight gain in pigs: the
pigsty must be warm (12°C-18°C) and dry, with sufficient space. Good
ventilation is of prime importance. The systems of pig housing range from
the traditional piggery torearing in yards provided with a shelter. Well-
equipped modem pigsties make it possible to maintain proper sanitary
conditions and keep pigs confined from birthto market. The pigsty is
usually built with removable partitions so thatfarrowing pens can be pro-
vided when desired.

When it is time for piglets to be born, their mothers are moved to far-
rowing pens. These individual pens have metal bars that separate the
mother from the piglets when they are born. This allows the piglets to
nurse from her, but prevents the mother from accidentally laying on the
baby pigs and crushing them. Gestation pens also allow the farmer to bet-
ter control the housing temperature. The separation allows the piglets to be
in a warmer area and the mother in a colder area. Farrowing pen flooring
also helps maintain a dry environment. This helps to prevent the spread of
diseases. This is especially important as the piglets and mother are more
susceptible.

Gestation pens are not only necessary to keep the piglets and mother
safe, but also the farmer! Pregnant sows display very aggressive behaviour
that can lead to injury. By using gestation pens, farmers can assist during
delivery, monitor the well-being of the young, and stay safe.

Piglets stay with their mother for about two to four weeks. After that,
they are moved to a nursery. Here, they are kept warm and given special
food to help them transition from their mother’s milk to the adult pig feed
they will be eating later on.

Anatomy. Swine are even-toed hoofed animals with 44 teeth, inclu-
dingtwo tusks for some species. Pigs have heavy, rounded bodies, short
legs with cloven hooves, small eyes and tails. All animals have a compara-
tively long and flexible (or mobile) snouts ending in a rounded disk used
to dig for food. The thick but sensitive skin is partly covered with coarse
bristles and shows a wide range of colour patterns. Pigs do nothave func-
tional sweat glands, so pigs cool themselves using water or mud during hot
weather. They also use mud as a form of sunscreen to protect their skin
from sunburn. Mud also provides protection against flies and parasites.
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Because of their foraging abilities and excellent sense of smell, they are
used to find truffles in many European countries. All swine including do-
mestic pigs are quick, intelligent animals; they are believed to be more
trainable than dogs or cats.

Text. Horse Breeding

A horse is an ungulate, herbivorous, large land mammal known for
its speed, strength and endurance. Domesticated horses were tamed around
4,000 years ago from wild horses in the Near East. The domestication of
the horse has had a significant impact on transport, agriculture, communi-
cation and warfare throughout human history. In general, more than 300
horse breeds have been developed by now.

Currently horses serve as draft animals in agriculture (to pull carts
and plows), as racing and riding horses in equestrian sport and for leisure,
as therapy animals in hippotherapy. The animals are also raised for their

140



meat which is consumed by people in the region of Central Asia, in some
parts of Europe and in Iceland. Milk from horses is consumed and is often
fermented into a drink called kumis. The horse blood is a valuable raw ma-
terial for the production of medicinal serums (tetanus antitoxin).

According to the size and build horses are divided into heavy (heavy
draught), light and ponies. According to the age and sex they are classified
into foals (young horses that are less than a year), male foals are called
colts and females are fillies. A mature male horse is a stallion and a female
horse is a mare. A stallion used for breeding is known as a stud and a ca-
strated stallion is commonly called a gelding and is used as a riding horse
nowadays. The mare foals the young after a gestation period of about 11
months. Some females may have twins and even triplets. It is recommend-
ed that the foal should be weaned at the age of six months. The life span of
a horse is about 25 to 30 years. Some may live up to 40. It is interesting
that ponies generally live longer than large horses.

Feeding. Horses are nonruminant animals, meaning they have a sim-
ple, one-compartment stomach similar to humans, dogs and pigs. Howev-
er, their diets are very different. Horses’ stomachs secrete digestive liquids
that help the horse to break down the food they eat. These kinds of sto-
machs are not good at breaking down fiber found in the stems of grass and
hay. But horses eat grass and hay, and can digest it because they have an
enlarged cecum, or appendix. The cecum acts like a ruminant animal’s
stomach. It has bacteria and other microorganisms that help the horse to
break down the fiber in its diet. In this way, horses can function like a ru-
minant animal.

Because of this, horses should be fed similar to ruminants. The ma-
jority of their diet comes from forage or roughage and any extra energy
comes from limited amounts of grain. But they do require a higher protein
quality and better forage. The protein in the ration is of special importance
for young growing foals and for brood mares suckling their young foals.
Nowadays a number of commercial feed mixes are available to modern
horse breeders; these mixes containing minerals, vitamins, and other nu-
trients provide a balanced diet and may be supplemented with hay.

There exist certain rules horsemen should follow in feeding horses.
For example, horses should not exercise with an empty stomach because
they risk developing ulcer. To avoid digestive troubles the animal should
not be fed immediately before or after work. The animal should never be
watered when it is overheated after working. It is necessary for the horse to
have a free access to salt at all times. The horse must be fed four times per
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day. The second and the last feedsshould be large and should be followed
by hay. The last feed should be given aslate as possible and not be given
immediately after hard work.

Housing. Although it is natural to keep a horse at grass this is not
always practical depending on the horse and its use. A stabled horse has
the advantage of being readily available for riding and needing minimal
grooming before riding.

Horses kept stabled for long periods can become bored resulting in
the horse developing annoying habits (stable vices). Therefore it is impor-
tant to maintain as far as possible a natural environment for the horse and a
stabled horse should ideally be stabled near other horses as they are herd
animals and are comforted by the sight and sound of other horses nearby.

A horse's natural feeding habit is to graze throughout the day on
grass that is necessary to keep the horse's digestive system functioning
properly so a stabled horse should have access to hay when stabled to
compensate for this. A stabled horse should have constant access to water.
Periodically the stable will need to be disinfected.

The advantages of keeping a horse at grass is that it is more natural,
horses can be kept as a group, less attention is needed and costs are lower.
However, there are also disadvantages as the grass kept horse may require
greater preparation for riding particularly if wet and muddy. The horse
should be checked daily for signs of ill health and any signs of injury and
care is also needed of the grazing pasture.

Any grass kept horse should have a sheltered area providing shelter
from winds, rain or snow in the winter. Shelters can either be man made or
natural shelter can be provided by hedges and trees.

Anatomy. Horses are odd-toed animals. Their hooves grow every
day just like peoples’ fingernails. They should be trimmed about every six
to eight weeks. Horse hoof trimming is a major task involved with manag-
ing horses. Improper management can lead to lameness, a disability of the
leg or foot that makes movement difficult. Trimming helps prevent lame-
ness and injury of the horse.

Horses have the ability to run upwards of 35 mph, with strides in
some cases exceeding 30 feet. They can also jump extremely high, with
fences in show jumping exceeding 6 feet in height. The horse's skeleton
supports the horse through its many athletic endeavours.

Horses have the largest eyes of any land mammal. The large eyes
protrude from the sides of the head, enabling horses to see almost directly
behind themselves, even while facing forward. Their night vision is excel-
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lent. Horses have limited colour vision, so they perceive red and blue, but
they cannot distinguish between green and shades of gray. Many types of
horses are distinguished by the colours and patterns of their hair coat, a tail
and a mane.

Text. Dog Breeding

The dog is a member of the family Canidae, which includes such
species as the wolves, jackals, coyote and foxes. For more than 12,000
years the tamed dog has been living with humans, and the original role of
dogs in human society included guarding, protecting crops and herds. It
wasn’t until the 19th century that dog breeders began to keep records of
canine bloodlines and to classify dogs into specific breeds rather than ge-
neric types such as hunting dog, service dog, or lap dog. Today, we live
with more than 400 dog breeds recognized by kennel clubs around the
world.
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Dog breeding is the practice of mating selected dogs with the intent
to maintain or produce specific qualities and characteristics. When dogs
reproduce without such human intervention, their offspring's characteris-
tics are determined by natural selection, while "dog breeding" refers spe-
cifically to the artificial selection of dogs, in which dogs are intentionally
bred by their owners.

According to their roles dogs are classified as companion animals,
pastoral dogs (herding and livestock guardian dogs), hunting dogs, and
sighthounds. Other types of working dogs include search and rescue dogs,
detection (sniffer) dogs trained to detect illicit drugs or chemical weapons,
guard and sledge dogs. Various kinds of service dogs and assistance dogs
include guide dogs, hearing dogs, mobility assistance dogs, and psychiatric
service dogs aiding handicapped individuals.

A young dog is called a puppy/whelp. An adult female dog is a
bitch/dam, an adult male dog is a stud/sire. A bitch whelps after a gestation
period of about 63 days twice a year. An average litter consists of 5-8 pup-
pies though this number may vary depending on a dog breed. Puppies are
usually weaned at 3—4 weeks of age. The typical lifespan of dogs varies
widely among breeds, but for most the average longevity ranges from 10
to 13 years.

Feeding. Feeding is an important factor in dog's life. A lot of re-
search has been done to determine the nutrient needs of dogs, and it has
been proved that incorrect feeding of a growing puppy affects body
weight, height and constitution of an animal. Unbalanced feeding can also
reduce fertilization ability and lead to various serious diseases. On the con-
trary, a balanced diet avoids both nutritional excess and deficiency.

In general, pet food can be divided into a home-made diet and a
commercial diet. The latter consists of canned foods, dry foods and semi-
moist foods. Domesticated dogs have little opportunity to select their own
diet so it is important to realise that they are solely dependent upon their
owners to provide all the nourishment they need. Feeding must be full,
well-balanced and rational. Most pet owners today feed their pets on
commercial foods which are well-formulated and have no nutritional defi-
ciencies. It is difficult to prepare a home-made diet that contains all the
nutrients the animal requires so in most cases it is easier and safer to feed
a commercial food. As dogs are omnivorous, they can obtain all the essen-
tial nutrients that they need from dietary sources consisting of either ani-
mal or plant material eating meat, fish, milk as well as vegetable. From
time to time they eat grass or houseplants getting minerals and vitamins in
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this way. Nutrients are divided into six basic classes: protein, fat, carbo-
hydrates, minerals, vitamins, and water.

In addition to providing specific nutrients, food also provides ener-
gy. The energy content of the diet is derived solely from the fats, proteins
and carbohydrates, and the proportion of these energy-producing nutrients
in the diet will determineits energy content (also referred to as the energy
density). Animals eat to satisfy their energy requirements unless a diet is
excessively palatable when overeating may occur. In a balanced diet when
an animal has consumed the amount of diet to meet its energy needs then
the requirements for all other nutrients should also have been met. If the
energy density of the diet is low, nutrient deficiencies may occur since the
animal will stop eating when the gut is full but before all the nutritional
requirements have been met.

Housing. Despite the fact that most dogs are given the freedom of
their owner’s house and garden there will be times when some form of
cage or kennel is required. There are many different types of animal care
business that may provide accommodation for animals, but whatever the
situation, the kennelling or caging must be suited to the individual animal
and the circumstances in which it is being housed. Some examples of the
housing in which dogs might be kept include:

o privately owned kennels (requiring no licence);

o privately owned licensed breeding kennels (e.g. more than two breed-
ing bitches);

e boarding kennels;

e Whelping pens;

e training centre (police, army, customs, security, guide/hearing dogs
and dogs for the disabled);

e shelters;

e Veterinary practice.

There is a wide variety of kennels available to house dogs, whether it
Is a single kennel to house a dog in your own home or a commercial estab-
lishment. Dogs can be kept inside or outside as long as the accommodation
suits the environmental conditions. Each kennel requires the following:

a sleeping and exercising area;

a toilet area or a regular opportunity to go to the toilet;

heating to the required temperature in the sleeping area;

lighting;

a raised bed, preferably removable to clean, and appropriate bedding
material;
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a water bowl full of clean water at all times — automatic drinkers are
available;

ventilation, either in the kennel or main building;

feeding equipment;

mental stimulation (e.g. toys to play with).

Anatomy. Like most predatory mammals, dogs possess powerful
muscles and a vigorous cardiovascular system that enables the dog to
sprint and to chase prey. Dogs, being predators and scavengers, have sharp
teeth and strong jaws to attack and tear their food. The animals have 42
teeth; the canines are the upper and lower fangs for which the dog family
was named. Dogs have dewclaws on their front legs, which are often re-
moved surgically by pet owners.

One of the factors which distinguishes the different breeds of dogs is
their coat type. The coats of domestic dogs are of two varieties: "double”
being common with dogs originating from colder climates, made up of a
coarse guard hair and a soft down hair, or "single", with the topcoat only.
The dog’s coat forms a barrier between the environment and the skin.
Grooming the coat enhances the dog’s beauty and well-being and gives the
owner the chance to evaluate the general health of the dog.
